All the men weore
chosen by Major N, E. Date, the Asst,
Provosgt Marshal, and Captain Dillon
cesterday  afternoon. Hundreds of
poer Austrians, cager to be imprisoned
for the protection and support it af-
fords, gathered in the rooms of the
Austrian Philanthropic Societyv, where
Mr. Ernest L. lLilien explained to
them the nature of the visit of Major
Date and Captain Dillon. There are
now 160 prisoners at the Spirit Lake
camp, and this number will be
steadily increased until there are 2
thousand in charge of Major W. Rod-
den as camp commandant. Captain
Dillon will return to the city next
Tuesdayv.
