The
camp for Manitoba and Saskatch-
ewan is at Brandon, where the pri-
soners number §00. At the Loth-
bridge camp in Alberta. there are
only 75 prisoners at present, the
rest having been sent to work In the
Government parks  in the moun-
tains. It Is likely that the men in
the Brandon camp will shortly “be
put at the same kind of labor. Two
British Columbla camps are at Ver-
non, where the prisoners number 600
and at Nanaimo, where they num-
ber 660. There are other camps at
Castle and Revelstoke and soine
prisoners are being paid for work
on the Provinclal highways. About
800 allen enemies are still at large
in Port Arthur and 3,200 in Fort
William, but they are all Austrians,
mostly Slavs and well behaved.
