back to the Old Country and fight for
their kings, They are about equa'y
divided, tbers balng aboul es-many
Austrians and HMungarians .« ns taers
are of Ukranians _and Russianse and
other nationalities in aympathy with
Servia.

On aceount of the war the lumber
business has become lems active than
in the past [ew weifks, and there will
not ba work enough for the manv
forelgners who are Idle and pennlless
in Mttawa for some time tn come.

The task of feeding theee men de-
volveidl upon the charity office, and
Mr. John Keane superintends the dla-
tribution of hundreds of |oaves aof
hread dally to these men and their
familles.
