GERMAN PRISONERS
ARE WELL TREATED

Reservists Confined in Toronto
Barracks Get Good Meals and
Accommodation.

If British prisoners In Germany are
as well treated as German prisoners in
Toronto, there need be no anxlety in re-
gard to relativer now In Kalserdom.

There are . over sixty prisoners of war
in Stanley Barracks, Germans and Aus-
trians, most of whom are army reser-
vista, whose atlempt to leave Canada
against the orders of the Government led
to thelr arrest. They are housed in the
gergeants’ mess. When the weather s
unpleasant they are confined to thelr
rooms In the second storey of the bulld-
Ing, divided Into four squads of sabout 15
in each In four different rooms, behind
stout iron bars. For the most part they
are rough. sturdy-looking fellows of the
laboring class, seemingly taking their
confinement as a4 matter of course and
enjoying it. In one room some of them

hit separate from Germans.
When the weathef Is fine they are led

out into a large enclosure fenced high
with wirea turped 'n at the top. so that

it would be Impossible to ellmb out. In
this enclosurs the men sometimes play
quolts football. Rubber quoits are
also for use In rooms. When
the prisoners are In the enclosure a
soldler guards each of tha four sides,
while another stands at a guardhouse on
a tower. It takes twenty-twe men to

guard the lot.

The 45th Highlanders, now In charge
of the barracks, have had no trouble, but
when the. prisoners are In the bullding
four guards pace up and down outside.
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
