[t was stated that the prigoners ap-
pearcd satisfied with their lot, clear-
ing the brush, builldng huts, and In
the meantime sleeping In a train of
box-cars, They 'are pald twenty-five
cents a day, besides being provided
with long brown coats, lined with
sheep-gkin, fur caps, flannei shirts,
hevay woollen underwear, Ilumber-
men's stockings, and a compiete cold
weather outfit. Already when Major
Duate's party left Spirit l.ake a few
dnys ago, a road had been cicared
from the camp to the Abitibi Lake
and another large space underbrushed.
One hut had been put up.

In the work of clearing, tweive
horses, hired permanentiy from the
village of Harricanow, are used, &
provisions are also oblained from the
village The snow is three feet deep,
80 the prisoners have [1iile chance of
making an eseape, even if they wanted
te. as the guards only are provided
wiith snow-shoes,

While the quarters at the immigra-
tion buding had been filled with
prisoners before yesterday evening,
the men sent to Spirit Lake will leave
roomn for many others wha Nr.
