GLADDENS VERNON

Three Hundred Thousand Dol-
lars a Month or More Ex-
pended There While

(Camp Lasts.

VERNON, B, .. June b.-~-Into this
vale of big red aples and fat, sleek
Holsgteins and .Jersevs there ia8 being
poured a tremendous stream of men
and moneyv,

It was estimated today that so long
as the soldiers stay here, and their
gtav is dependent only on the duration
of the war, there wiil be expended in
Vernon or through Vernon $300,000
and more each and every month,

The camp itself will represent the
investment of thousands of ddollars.
Rel lrents and cots and blankets cost
money and there are hundreds and
thousands o accoutrements, unjforms
and mouantaing of equipment to supply
the =soldiers,

Planning the (amp,

Ssome of the best military braing in
the whole country are dlrecting the
construction of the camp. Toents are
being strung up at a great rat: and
cach one of these terts contains on an
average of 19 men. The ten:s are de-
signed to give sleeping room to 21 men,
but if ever they are so crowded 1t will
necessitate the men sleeping with only
a few incheg between each other, feet
to pole and heads to the edge of the
camyp.

Preparations for the men's comfort
and sganitary conveniences are well aJ-
vancerl. The Young Men's Christian
Association has sent Mr. A. H., Sov-
ereign from New Westminster here,
Mr. Sovereign is a physical direcior
and leader. His own work will con-
giat of athiatic instruction and social
work. He has friends with the Britizi
anldiers in the trenches and he =a
that the Germans have sen: seven Y.

Will Entertrin Soldierns,
to help entertain the soldiers, Some
of the tow n.ﬂ;mn;rh* have opened their
houses to officers and men and num-
erous dances and entertainments are
planned.

The arrival of 80 many thousands of
men in the town has brought a new
social problem to Vernon, one that it
never had to consider before. But
Vernon has grappied with its problem
bravelv and thinks that [t has solved
it effectually.

There will be long days of training
for the men and long nights of pre-
paration for the grim batties to come,
but there is a gocial side to the livesg of
the men and as long as they stay in
Vernon they will be cared for and
treated with the best possiblie courtesy
by all Vernon,

The solidlers seem to view their new
camp with a great deal of pleasure.
It is open country and the outlook
from any point i8 magnificent though
limited by the mountains which sur-
round both training camp, internment
camp and the town.
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
