SEVERAL HUNDRED
ALIEN ENEMIES
TOBE INTERNED

Camp Being Established At
Jasper—200 Prisoners To
- Be Paid

Within the next few weeks several
hundred allen enemies will be stationed
n an internment camp which is to be
stablishéd at Jasper. Captain Palmer
of General Otter's staff at Ottawa, re-
jurned this morning from Jasper where
he has located the site of the camp two
miles from the station. While Captain
Palmer would not make any statement
for publication it is known that the
plans have been madé for the camp
and -that .the site has been favorably
recommended to Ottawa.

At the outset upwirds of 200 prison-
ers will be taken to Jasper. “They will
come from  Brandon® internment camp
and for the most part will be Aus-
trians. The principal motive in mov-
ing them west s the lack of work
which they can be set to at Brandon.
At Jasper they will commence the de-
velopment of the park along lines
which have alfeady been formulated by

gavernment engineers and which

1t is proposed to quarter the prison-
ers in huts which ‘will be constfucted
by them, with the ald ‘of soldiers.
These will be warmly bullt and the
food and accommodation will be up ito
the best standard. Supplies for the
camp will be procured through Edmon-
ton wholesalers |nd will glve some im-
potus to busines:

The work whlch the prisoners will
do will largely consist of clearing,
grubbing and ' trall-cutting and for
this they will each recelve twenty-Av
cents a day, which Is the pay of a
German soldier on_active servich *In-
ternationdl law requires this paymen!
to be made when prisoners are required
to work. .
