The
tug captain at once objected, to the
pffoct that his vessel was an American
veesel and the men conld not be taken
off It was shown that the Ramos
had salled from Fernandina toe Port-
lanidl, Maine., with barges of hard
pine and at Portiland had picked up
another barge to he taken to St
John From here she was to go to
Spepncer's lsland, N.8, so as she had
entered at one Canadian port and
cleared for another it was held the
men conld he taken,

Fulkandort said he was glad to he
arrested and would much sooner re-
main in prigcon in Canada until after
(he war than return to Germany. He
«aidl he eame from a village in Sax-
onv and his father and threé broth-
pre had already been Kkilled. Out of
the population of his village every
man between eighteen and forty-five
vears of age had been at the front
and he himself had been called for.
Warran had little to say except that
he felt gure Germany would win, No-
thing was found on the men.
