London, Oct. 19~—Lord Rhondda
has extended his interests  into  the
Swansea anthracite coal district by
seeuring  control of the Gwaun Cae
Gurwen Colliery, the largest concern
in the distriet.

The colliery has  a capacity of
300,000 tons annually. Further amal-
ganmiations are expected, and some ob-
servers suggest that these combines
will eventually lead to the nationul-
ization of the country’s coual tields.
