They af-
itm that since the war Lroke out
many of thetr immediate relatives
tnd friends resident within the Aus-'
rian Emplre huve been pursued.f
mprisoned and even murdered, by
reason of their sympathy with the
lied cause,

The delegation also expressed the
warm desire and hope that the Mili-
ary Service Act night be applied
o thefr men of military age, and
that these men, although born with-
in the Austro-Hungarian Emplre,
might be permitted to fight with
other Canadians in the battle lne.
As one member of the delegation
expressed it. they claim the privi-
lege of fighting for the country of
their adoption, and they would feel
humiliated if they had no part {in the
linal victory which must come to the
atlied cause,

The delegation was introduced by
Mrs. Harry Tardner Chapin of New
York, who has taken a warm inter-
est in these people.  Mrg, Chapin's
husband enlisted in the Amerjean
ajr service and is now a prisoner in
Germany. ‘The members of the dele-
gation wera: Rev. Archimandrite
Adam Philippovsky, Victor i, .
