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ALIENS NOT
OBEYING LAW

Are Careless Whether or Not
They Carry Military
Papers

74 MORE ROUNDED UP|

Two Resist Arrest and Many
Reluctant to Show
Documents

Extreme carclessness is being dis-
played by Toronto's foreigners in
Lhelr observance of the recently pass-
ed orders in Councll, which reguire
nll males to carry papers which tus-
tify to their Immunity from the
Milltary Service Act. While the
British-born are everywhere ocing
found lving up to the requirements
of tho act, the forelgners are very
negligent, as raids which the civil
section of the Canadian  Military
Paollce Corps are carrying out show,
The afternoon of Thanksgiving Day
was spent in such a raid, witn the
result that 74 foreigners were ar-
rested on the streets minus papers,
but no Canadian or British-born
wero found in the same tix, This is
the second rald in a little over a
week in which the foreigners vere
found {n large numbers without
papers, and it is apparent that they
have not yet been taught the law's
requirements.

Two Men Show tight,

With a squad of 22 men Capt.
Tom Flanagan centred his activity
throughout the main part of the
city, and only men on the slroutsl
were accosted. The rald started at
2 o'cluck and lasted till 5, during
which time 74 men were tuken into
custody. The police worked in a
circie of about three miles, betwzen
the Court, Agnes and Claremont
Street Poliee Stations,  Of the men
taken in, 34 spent the night in No, 1
Police Station, 23 in No. 2 Station,
and 17 in No. 3 Station. Two of the’
men taken in will face a charge ot
obstructing the police, in addition to
the one  of  being  without  their
papers.

Members of the civil sectlon ot
the €. M. 2. (., who participated in
the rald, report that with no excep-
tions they tind the British-bhorn men
very courteoaus and willing to show!
their papers, teturned soldiers who
have no - distinguishing button  or
mark on thelir clothes but discharge
papers {n their pockets,  are  alse
most willing to show  them  when
asked to. The foreign element, how-
ever, is beroming very independent,
particularly the man who bas  his
papers with him, They, further, are
very anxtonus to see the constabies
authority befnre they talk to thend

In the ralds carried out a woeg
ago Sunday, when 53 men were ar-
rested without papers, the fines in
the P'olice Court amounted to $2,177,
and the costs $120. If fines of a stm-
flar size are adn.inistered to-day, it
is safe to conjecture that the  cjty
exchequer will be enriched to the ex-
tent of more than $3,500. :

The
world must be arpanized to protect
the weaker and small nations, and
individual and  national  sgelfishuess
will have to be Dbanished, Com-
merce, he said, killed famine fn the
world; science Killed pestllence, and
religlon was the  only thing that
would kiil war,

Mr. ¥. C. Gilbert of Detroit por-
trayed vividly the difficulties the
1'nited States had to overcome  jie-
fore she could enter the war on the
side of the ailies, and he told of a
few of the things \hat were done in
‘his own city of Detrolt to stop the
netivities of the alien  foreigners,
“You have a tumor ir Canada m one
of your racial problems, whereas, wn
‘had a cancer,” he said. Everything
in the United States, he assured the
gathering, was subordinated to the
war, ‘“After the war do not let ns
‘permit designing  politicians, for
‘their own aelfish ends, to maks tro-
}uble." he declarcd.
