Here |g tha evidencas of the aystem-
atle work of the agitators who pro-
voked tha riloting, and the writer
iptaks from firet-hand knowledge, as
he atood |n the sirest or un the ad-
lninin: housstops furing the entire
racas. By oconcert severil men, np-
parently with pasaceful Intentians,
pushed thelr way up to tha traMe
iMeer. Othor cenfederates closed {n,
The ecrowil pushed clossr to wilnsss
the snodunter, Then tha mob londera
slowly began to push he officer away,
imid & concert of chears, evidently
from thoss inside the ring of rioters.
At this staga the boy pallceman would
tempt 1o Aght, but hla hands were
Jnned to his sldea, and ha had no
Hub, Usually the rioters bégan at
his stage to strika tha offlcsr, and
hosa In the crowd mot In wilth the
‘Joters would push in to defand him,
ind ke would ultimataly bes 4 d
‘ram ths hunech badly beateén, clothea
orn and blaody.

the Arset amsauit oecurred o single
mouniad policeman rode up. He was
Eresied with yells of derision. Hioters
boosd, took off thelr eoata and ahoaeil
the horss awny., The monnted boy
wia armed with a club, but he anly
strudk ons or two headls whean ha
ren!izad that it was useless, Ho whaol-
efl and found hal? & Jdozen migtes
down tha street, and they charge:d 18,
Heads wera hit when they could maka
thelr horees get up closs encugh 1o
the rlioters, hit the horses had neaver
hnd fighling experienca hefore, They
had just same from the stahle, Thay
almply would not face the hurrahling,
wrangling., fighting members of the
crowd.

Then thers were not enough, for ns
fant am they hecames ssparaied they
were aurrounded and thelr horses
rushed, thalr cluba torn from thelr
gripa, and missiles thrown at them.
bricks, hats, paper and everyihing
that would terrify A& Ereén hoves,

A moment later & roar whs heard
and thers was o wild scatierine when
a squadron of 100 mounted men
under feut. J. M, Dunwoodis came ul
i gallop into the scens, awlnging their
cluba mnd yelllng encourAEement 1o
the few spetlals on fodt whoe had
rushed forward, The cavalry formed
full width of Maln street, and rushed
thelr horses around the eorner Inio

Portage. .
The rictars, sseing that the pres-
snes of women and children prevent-
ed a full charge, ran bahind these
groups and threw, things at the
mounted men, In a monent each was
fighting a separata group, but he
eould not reach them with hia club,
and his horsa would not plunge Into
tha esxzciied mass though urged, nml
rider, ovidantly a cowhoy who Knew
horsss, actunally whesled and backad
his horas into a comparatively rough
group, mnd hitting slidewigs Kpnocked

Lleut. Dunwoodle soon found thas his
men Aghting separalely were accom-
plishing nothing, #q, they rushed up
Portage, reformed in solld mass myil
cama down slowly, over the sldeawally
over iales of eafety, and slowly press-
ed the crowd Into the storss. -
The cavalry withdrew, and the
erowd booed and chesred, though
much hand-clapping greeted the ap-
pearance of the speciala on each oc-
caslon, showing 1hat they had friends
In the crowd.

This display of all avaiinble police
force—for some 1,000 other spacials
were dolng outside duty—was Insuf-
figlant to quell the mob, and tha offi-
cers flnally returned to headquarters
nmiild jeering and boolng.

Tha crowd stood around far half
an hour, expecting more cxcitement,
then gEradually disintegrated,

With plenty of courage tha 2,000
special ofMecers are insuMcolent ob-
viously, wilhoul using guns, to over-
throw the alien enemies and dlsor-
derly Epirite among the strikeis
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
