Woodsworth, who has acted
in the capacity of editor of the West-
tern lLabor News since the arrest of
Rev. Wm. Ivens. He is charged with
sedition and will come up for pre-
liminary hearing thts morning.

Settlement Rumors Abound,
Despite the sethack undoubtedly

sustained as a result of the rioting,
thiere are persistent reports that an
early termination of the sympathetic
Strike s in prospect. The strike coui-
mitlee remains silent on this point,
but union men freely predict that an
official ending wiil be announced he-
fore the end of the present week,

Meanwhile, official negotiations
looking to a settlement of the metal
trades dispute, the original cause of
the sympathetic strike, have been re-
opened, and the strike committee is
reviewing a wmmunu.auun from the
cmployers.

The railway situation is rapidly im-
proving, and in many other industries
reports of a most optimistic charac-
ter are forthcoming.

An official of the Canadian North-
ern Express Company said that all of
their men were back west of Winni-
peg, and about 50 per cent had re-
turned in the city. They expect tc
have a full staff in four or five days,
as many old employees are returning
and new men are being taken on.

Nearly all embargoes are lifted, the
exceptions being at a few points be-
tween Waterous and Winnipeg. The
railway situation continues to improve
steadily. Canadian Pacifice Rallway
who had given a verbal assurance that
they would return to work at Westaon
vesterday, failed to turn up.

Railwaymen Retarning.

That the strike is collapsing at
points on the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way in the west was indicated by the
official reports received vesteprdays

here. It was announced that 60 of the
men in the locomotive shops at (Cal-
gary and 165 in the power shops of
that city had returned to their jobe.
At Minnedosa the mechanical men
have announced that they will re-
sume work today.
