1 should have written to you berore
his but I have been in bed with rheu-
natism. and lumbago for the past
nonth, and am just getting arnund
igain., I see by the papers that the
Board of ’l‘r'u:le and the G.W.V.A. of
Cochrane are indignant ‘over the. state-
ments regarding this part of the coun-
ry that some ‘of the settlers have seen
fit to make 1 want ‘you to understand
that you are .not the only ones that
feel annoyed at the false.impression of
the ‘North that is being published all
over Ontario. - That is the reason I am
writing this epistle.

First of -all, let me say that all the
settlers herc are not of the same mind.
Far from it. There are quite a lot of
us that realize that the fault lies not
so much in the country as in the class
of men that are in it. Our colony is
divided into two sections—the satisfied
and the dissatisfied. Among the latter
are some few that are not physically
fit for the strenuvus life of the bush
settler. -A lot of the remainder are
men that may be strong enough but
have no liking for life in the back-
woods and have not the ambition and
patience necessary to make a home in
the North. There arc others that ap-
pear to think that because the guvern-
ment brought them up here and- as-
sisted them in the first place that they
should be spoon fed and their families
supported for the remainder of ”l"ll"
natural lives. The others in this clussi_

:appenl‘ to me to be agitators that will’
never be any use in this pr any other
‘ place,

\ By all means let the (.uwlmm-nt get
‘nd of all that bunch.

- And now for the satisfied class.
‘There are quite a number of. fellows'
that came up here, looked the scheme
over, used common sensé, were satis-
fiecd with the conditions, and setfied
right down to business. 1 am very
pleased tosay that all my neighbours
are in this class, “Yorkville” is the
only. district ‘hyru in  Kapuskasing
where the' settlers are of one mind
and can work together and live to-
gether wlthuut quarrelling bet.ween
themselves.

We all started in with the’ mtentlon
of making good, have made satisfac-
tory progress so far, and still have
faith in the futurc and intend ta stay
with the game. A

Scattered over the other districts
are others that stand out.among their
neighbours as cxamples of what men
cqn do that have the backbone and are
noz afraid of. work.

turally, these fellows and the
Yorqville bunch are not very well liked
Dby the men that are self-confesse
-misfits and failures. - We do not lose
much sleep over that fact, however.

Amen! -to that for‘the' presenL I
think you will see that all the settlers
in-‘our colony sare not tarred with the
same brush. -

. It is very probable ihat the Govérn-
ment store here will shortly be closed
up. If so, there will be a good opening
‘Ior a cash general store ih this vicinity.
‘l intend to keep an eye on develop-
;ments here, and may run down and see
'you when the mess is cleaned up and
things are straightened out again.

- This has been a hard winter for work
in the bush. The snow has been: too
deep for comfort. I got out about &
hundred. cords of pulpwood off my lot
though, and should have done more if
this this blamed rheumatism had left
me alone.

I wintered twenty pullets, and in
spite of the severe weather have not
been a day without eggs this year. I
hope to raise a lot of chicks this year,
and as soon as posslble.iuten(l to go in
for poultry on a large scale. Mrs.
York' and the youngsters are in the
best of health. This country agrees
with them alright. \

statements regarding this place, I
should be pleased to give them any
further information they require.
